Installation Guidelines for Impactalay Range
All versions of JCW Impactalay Mats are easy to trim and fit.

For best results the mattings should be laid onto a smooth flat sub-
floor. Sub-floor preparation is important to ensure that the final 
decorative floor finish is adequately supported and meets with your 
expectations. If timber sub-floors are undulating then it may be 
necessary to overlay with a minimum of 6mm plywood. Concrete sub-
floors may require partial screed levelling.

Carpet & Gripper JCW products from the JCW Impactalay range can 
also act as a carpet underlay and are more than adequate for the 
vast majority of broadloom carpets. Prior to laying the acoustic 
matting the relevant JCW Gripper Support Strip should be butted up 
to the edges of the wall or skirting boards. Place the carpet gripper 
rods on top of and up to the front edge of the JCW Gripper Support 
Strip and secure through both into the subfloor using a minimum 
30mm nail or pin. This should leave a small 5-8mm gap between the 
wall / skirting and gripper rod for the carpet to recess into. Butt joint 
the mats up to the gripper rods and complete the floor area ensuring 
all mats are staggered row by row. The mats can be loose laid 
however we suggest that all joints are secured using JCW Black 
Cloth Jointing Tape to reduce the possibility or joints curling and 
potentially showing through the carpet. 

Floated Engineered Wood Planks with interlocking or bonded 
T&G joints (14mm thickness or over) Final floor finishes of this 
type can be floated and laid directly on top of all JCW Impactalay 
range products. All board joints should overlap the matting joints by 
at least 100mm.

Thin Wood Laminates and Engineered Wood Planks of less than 
14mm Thin laminates will generally require additional support to 
prevent the joints from dipping and snapping. We suggest adhesive 
bonding on top of the matting a minimum overlay of 5.5mm MDF or 
plywood with an approved adhesive. Any T&G joints on these boards 
should be bonded with an approved adhesive.

Bonded Carpets / Carpet Tiles These floor finishes will require 
additional support to prevent the joints dipping and creasing the soft 
floor covering. We suggest adhesive bonding on top of the matting a 
minimum overlay of 5.5mm MDF or plywood with an approved 
adhesive. Any T&G joints on these boards should be bonded with an 
approved adhesive.

Bonded Vinyl/ Lino Sheets or Tiles & Rubber   These floor finishes 
will require additional support to prevent any joint movement & 
dipping that may result in the material creasing at the joints. We 
suggest adhesive bonding on top of the matting a minimum overlay 
of 5.5mm MDF or plywood with an approved adhesive.  Any T&G 
joints on these boards should be bonded with an approved adhesive. 
Some additional sanding & joint preparation may still be required to 
provide a suitably smooth surface. 

Ceramic, Porcelain & Stone Tiles These floor finishes will require 
additional support to avoid any movement and cracking of the 
grouting at joints.  We suggest adhesive bonding on top of the 
matting a minimum overlay of 15mm plywood with an approved 
adhesive. 

Adhesive Bonding For all of the above please contact our 
technical department for details of approved adhesives.

NOTE:  We strongly advise checking first with the manufacturer 
of the final floor finish in all of the above scenarios as to their 
recommended installation requirements. Also for all of the 
above please contact our technical department for details of 
approved adhesives.

Kitchens, Bathrooms & Toilets Kitchen units and bath tubs 
should be mechanically fixed to the subfloor with the 
JCW Impactalay product butted up to the legs and/or feet as 
shown below. WC & sink pedestals should be mounted on 
top of a plywood that is fixed to the subfloor. The 
plywood should be of equivalent thickness to the 
relevant JCW Impactalay Range product (and 
overlay board if applicable) and cover the footprint of 
the item. The chosen Impactalay product is then butted 
up to the plywood therefore maintaining a consistent 
floor level. 

Stairs The relevant product from the JCW Impactalay 
range should be cut to the appropriate sizes before 
installation. The product should be bonded to the tread of 
the stair and, if airborne reduction is required also then 
bonded to the riser using an approved adhesive. The 
product must be installed alongside the JCW Gripper 
Support Strip. The timber grippers are to be nailed 
through the rubber and into the tread and/or riser using 
minimum 30mm nails as per the diagram below:-
